(Awards all related to activity / performance between October 2007 and October 2008)
Club / Section of the Year – 4 categories
A club or section which has achieved success or improvement relative to the size of the club in its specific category:
1. Track & Field Club / Section
2. Cross Country Club / Section
3. Road Running Club / Section
4. Junior Club / Section (Under 17)
Development Coach

A coach who has made a contribution to the development or improvement in any area of athletics in the county.  Examples include, the establishment of a new group, an increase in the number of athletes being coached or a marked improvement by athletes being coached.
Performance Coach

A coach who has achieved significant improvement or success from his/her athletes in any discipline or section of athletics in the county.
Official

A qualified technical official who has made a significant contribution to athletics in the County in track & field, cross country or road running.
Club Officer

An elected officer of a club whose contribution or commitment has been of significant benefit to their club.
Volunteer

A person who commits time and effort on behalf of athletics within the county.  Examples include, a parent, helper or member of club who gets involved with transport, tea bar, cleaning etc….
Young Volunteer

A young person (under 18) who commits time and effort on behalf of athletics within the county.  Examples as above.
